In the ten Premier Division games, there was 
not a single away victory – five home wins and 
five draws.  No team could score more than 
two goals, and only AFC Hornchurch won by a 
margin greater then one goal. 
 
The day’s top goalscorers with 5-0 victories 
were Redbridge, home to Edgware Town, and 
Dartford at Waltham Abbey.  Previously 
Edgware had only conceded seventeen goals 
in thirty one League matches.  John Frendo of

only hart-trick.

The biggest surprise of the afternoon was at 
Redbridge, where the home side had sent 
Edgware Town home with a heavy 5-0 
drubbing.

Having moved off bottom spot in midweek 
with a 6-1 home win over Tilbury, Wivenhoe 
picked up another three points on Saturday to 
move four points off Tilbury in 20th place, 
Tilbury failing to secure a much needed home 
win as they lost 1-2 at home to Witham Town.
