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INTRODUCTION


This service pack extends the SOP Transaction Desktop to provide a new profile setting that controls whether or not pricing options are prompted for at the start of each new transaction.


	The changes extend the SOP Transaction Desktop profile settings to include a new option labelled ‘Automatically prompt for pricing details for new transactions?’. If set the pricing options (available from within the transaction details window) are automatically prompted for when adding a new transaction.

	Note these changes are only available in the Transaction Desktop and are not available in Sales Order Entry.
