DOCUMENTATION

We are currently in the process of replacing the manuals for each module with on-line documentation. For this release of Global 3000, on-line documentation replaces the following manuals. Global Application Explorer (GX) version 2 or later is required to use the on-line documentation. The on-line documentation may also be used in a limited way with Global Windows Workstation version 3.0 or later (see Windows Workstation Notes (mgunv30) for the details on the settings that are required).

· Global 3000 Cash Manager

· Global 3000 Debtors

· Global 3000 General Ledger

For all other manuals the 4.5 documentation is still applicable.

REQUIREMENTS
Global 3000 version 5.0 requires the following software: 

· GSM Presentation Manager Windows 8.1l or later with service pack 1 applied.

· BACNAT variant must beV3.1/V3.0

· Global Reporter Version 1.4 runtime libraries.

· If Global Windows Workstation (GUI) is in use, version 3.0 or later.

· If Global Application Explorer (GX) is in use, version 2.0 or later.

The on-line help facility is available to users running the GX interface.  Using the help button on the GX toolbar takes you to the relevant part of the help file. The on-line help facility is also available to those users running Global Windows Workstation version 3.0, though for these users you must navigate through the help file to the appropriate point by hand. Please see Appendix A.14.1.1 of the Global Windows Workstation notes.

For performance considerations when running on Global Windows Workstation, it is recommended that all workstations using Global 3000 version 5.0 are configured with a Display buffer set to a minimum of 2000 (see $CUS for further details).  

ENHANCEMENTS IN THIS RELEASE
New Features in Global 3000 5.0

All Modules have been converted to 32-bit programs.

All Modules have been revised to make the best use of the new Global Application Explorer (GX) GUI interface.

All Application Menus have been revised to ensure the same options are named consistently in different modules.

On-line Help is provided for Creditors, Debtors, General Ledger, Cash Manager and Parameter Maintenance modules when used with the GX interface.

Customer Search Under Global 3000 v4.5, there were 4 or 5 different versions of the customer search window showing different information. Under 5.0 there is only one showing all information. In addition a fuzzy search is now available and keying a partial account code followed by F1 (or keying in an invalid account code) now starts the search from the closest account to the value entered.

Whilst browsing through the list of accounts, the functions keys F1, F2 and F3 all perform actions. F1 invokes customer enquiries on the currently highlighted account, F2 allows the customers notes and actions to be updated and F3 displays details of any attributes linked to the customer.

Supplier Search As for the customer search with the exception that attributes are not available in creditors and so F3 is currently not used.

Product Search You can now tailor on an operator/program basis how you want the product search to look. There are 5 different sequences in which the products can be sequenced, by product code, description, group, lookup code and product type. 

There is also the choice of two detail sections showing either static information such as analysis information, alternate products etc or detailed stock levels accumulated from all the locations at which the product is stocked.

By simply pressing the F3 function key from within the search, the "preferred view" will be remembered and used the next time the user does a search from the same program.

The fuzzy search facility as described for the customer and supplier search is also available.

Debtors Ledger Aged Debt Report This report now saves all the report selection criteria on an operator by operator basis and uses them as defaults the next time the report is printed.

Debtors Ledger Status Line The status line now shows company and current period.

Debtors Ledger Batch Posting When batches are posted, the user is informed which if any items in the batch have incomplete GL or Tax analysis.   

Creditors Ledger Aged Credit Report This report now saves all the report selection criteria on an operator by operator basis and uses them as defaults the next time the report is printed.

Creditors Ledger Status Line The status line now shows company and current period.

Creditors Ledger Batch Posting When batches are posted, the user is informed which if any items in the batch have incomplete GL or Tax analysis.

Sales Order Processing Notes Sales order entry informs user that notes exist for the customer placing the order. Notes and actions may also now be displayed and amended within sales order entry.

Sales Order Processing Passwords Passwords may now be set up for un-holding orders and credit check override. 

General Ledger Data Export Data Export to Host for the Open data interface may now (optionally) invoke Excel at runtime.

Sample Data A number of changes have been made to the Sample Data module. Current year is 2000. Customer and Supplier phone/fax numbers have been updated to reflect the latest changes code changes. Interface definitions in General Ledger have been added to support Skeleton Extract/Merge and open data interface import. On-line posting from DL, CL and CM to GL. On-line posting from DL and CL into CM. 

EXPORT FACILITY IN V5.0

There is no upgrade required from version 4.5 to 5.0 for these databases. The DBDATA and DBUSER files currently used by 4.5 are compatible with 5.0.

A set of sample templates which can be used when exporting to Microsoft Word are available. For further details on the templates and the databases see the Installation and Setup manual. 

SALES ANALYSIS V5.0tc "UPGRADING YOUR LIVE DATA TO THE NEW FORMAT"
The Global 3000 product is currently documented via the Global 2000 Sales Analysis manual (MSNMV6.1). The differences between the two products are:

The system maintenance menu no longer has the Backup and Restore options.



2.
A simple file reallocation facility has been added to the Consolidate/End of Year function. The baseline prompt now reads:

· Key Amend, C to consolidate database, Reallocate, <ESC> to exit;

· Press R to use the file reallocation facility. You will then be prompted for the size of the database, and the interface file. Note that this facility uses $WK rather than module-specific work unit assignments and will fail if $WK is too small. (If it fails, $F and/or $RESTORE should be used to increase the size of the database.)

The eighth screen of System Parameters (graphics interface) is now for information only. The assignments cannot be altered from it.

PRIVATE 
INSTALLATION & UPGRADEtc "INSTALLATION & UPGRADE"
The following steps describes how to upgrade from Global 3000 version 4.5 to the new version. When following this procedure please ensure that each step has successfully completed before moving onto the next. The steps are:

1. Preparing your current version 4.5 data for upgrade to version 5.0.

2. Taking a security backup of your current programs and data.

3. Installing your new programs from CD.

4. Upgrading your current data to run with the new programs.

5. Checking your upgraded system.

Please note, installation copies on a new menu parameter file (MN-Params), you should ensure that you take a copy of any customised copies of this file that you may have and restore them after installation has completed if necessary.

STEP 1 - PRIVATE 
PREPARING YOUR CURRENT DATAtc "PREPARING YOUR CURRENT DATA"
For this version of Global 3000 the data does not need to be in a pre-determined state and  may be upgraded at any point.

· Check for sufficient free records in the Global 3000 databases. It is recommended that for normal day-to-day activity the percentage of free records in a record set should not be lower than 5 or 10 percent depending on the database size. Before starting upgrade it is worth checking the database usage figures.  See the version 4.5 Installation and Set-up manual for further details. 

· Check for Sufficient Free Space on the Upgrade Units. The upgrade process uses the Speedbase Database Generation Utility, $BADGN, in the upgrade of each individual database. During its operation, $BADGN has to create a copy of the database files on the unit on which they currently exist. To ensure sufficient space for $BADGN to operate, you must make sure that there is sufficient spare space on the database unit to hold a copy of the files making up the largest database. A single database, “DBxxxx”, consists of files DBxxxx, DBxxxx1, (and optionally, DBxxxx2, DBxxxx3) and DIxxxx.

At this point it is advisable to print a trial balance for each ledger being upgraded and a summary stock valuation report if you are upgrading a stock system. These will be useful later to check that upgrade has completed successfully.

STEP 2 - SECURITY BACKUPtc "TAKING A SECURITY BACK-UP"
You are very strongly advised to take a security backup of your programs and data at this point. The next step in the installation & upgrade procedure will overwrite your current programs and the step after that will convert your data to the new format which cannot be read by your current programs. You should not undertake either of these steps without the cover of a security copy of your current programs and data set(s).

STEP 3 - PRIVATE 
INSTALLING YOUR NEW PROGRAMStc "INSTALLING YOUR NEW PROGRAMS"
This version of Global 3000 is distributed on CD and utilises the new licence card installation mechanism. Please refer to the cdreadme.txt and readme.doc files on the CD for full details. 

The new sample data is installed as part of the standard installation process. Note that sample data is distributed with minimal spare space in the databases. Once you have installed it to a working unit, you should use the Speedbase Database Generation utility, $BADGN, to increase spare space in the sample data databases.

STEP 4 - UPGRADING YOUR LIVE DATA TO THE NEW FORMATtc "UPGRADING YOUR LIVE DATA TO THE NEW FORMAT"
PRIVATE 
Once you have installed the new programs your data must be upgraded to the format recognised by your new programs. No data upgrade is necessary between earlier versions and version 5.0 of Global 3000 Sales Analysis. The procedure to upgrade the other Global 3000 databases is as follows:

In this release of Global 3000, only two databases require upgrading. No automatic upgrade program has been provided for 5.0. The following section details the process required to upgrade the data by hand for each database format.

Upgrading Native Speedbase Databases

·  If your system uses SAA style menus, key <F1> and then type BOS to get to the `GSM READY:' prompt.
· Use the Global Unit Address Assignment Utility, $A, to check that the logical program unit, $P, is assigned to your G3PROG program unit and that the logical Parameters Database unit, PAD, is assigned to the unit on which your central system parameters database, DBPARAS, resides.

· Run the $BADGN utility and key DBPARAS as the source for generation. Enter PAD as the unit. This should display as generation number 288.  Enter PARAS as the conversion dictionary. The unit field this time must be the unit on which the new 5.0 programs have just been installed. This should display as generation number 292.

· The only record that needs to be extended for use with 5.0 is the FRAME record. You should allow approximately 10 records per user. These records are used in a number of the new features that remember selection criteria etc from certain reports.

· All other prompts should be confirmed without change after which the database is converted.

· Repeat the above process for the DBEDI database by running the $BADGN utility and keying DBEDI as the source for generation. Enter PAD as the unit. This should display as generation number 17.  Enter EDI as the conversion dictionary. The unit field this time must be the unit on which the new 5.0 programs have just been installed. This should display as generation number 18.

· Accept the default options for all prompts. There no changes required to the sizes on any of the records.

STEP 5 - PRIVATE 
CHECKING YOUR UPGRADED SYSTEMtc "CHECKING YOUR UPGRADED SYSTEM"
Once upgrade is complete, you can run your new programs on your upgraded databases. It is advisable to print the reports that you printed when you were preparing your old data for upgrade. Trial balance totals and stock quantity and value should not be affected by upgrade. A brief check that there are no obvious anomalies using the enquiry facilities of each upgraded module is also recommended.

PRIVATE 
UPGRADING BESPOKE SOFTWAREtc "UPGRADING BESPOKE SOFTWARE"
If any program or report in your system has been tailored specifically for your use, the tailored program or report will need to be rebuilt using the new dictionary structures before it can be used with your new programs and data.

Where tailored reports are in use, it is important to ensure that a copy of the tailored version of the report is saved outside the product program libraries, which are automatically overwritten during upgrade.
