JULIA$ - Convert Internal Date to a Julian Date
The JULIA$ routine converts an internal-date to a Dublin Julian Date (i.e. a count of days started with the beginning of the year 1900 as used in Microsoft Excel and Lotus-123. Do not confuse this computing Julian Date with the conventional/astronomical Julian Day Number (JDN) which starts from January 1, 4173 BC.

Invocation

To convert an internal-date to a Julian Date code:

CALL JULIA$ USING int-date Julian-date
where int-date is a PIC 9(6) COMP internal date; and julian-date is the PIC 9(6) COMP Julian Date returned.

STOP Codes and Exception Conditions

No STOP codes are generated by JULIA$.

No exception conditions are returned by JULIA$.

Programming Notes

JULIA$ is only available with GSM SP-32, or later.
